The January 11, 2010, meeting of the Citizen’s Advisory Board (CAB) commenced at 5:05
p.m. in the Conference Room of the Delaware Recycling Center, 1101 Lambsons Lane,
New Castle.

Introductions

Department of Natural Resources and Environmental Control (DNREC) Updates

Mr. Hartman presented DNREC’s update on their activities at Cherry Isiand (see attached).

Cherry Island Landfill Update

Mrs. Roddy updated the CAB on the construction activity at the Cherry Island Landfill. She
informed them that the mechanically stabilized wall has been completed and the contractor
is now working on other aspects of the construction project. The project is proceeding on
time.

Statewide Solid Waste Management Plan

Mr. Parkowski presented a PowerPoint presentation (attached) outlining the new Statewide
Solid Waste Management Plan (SSWMP) that DSWA is developing with the help of DSM
Environmental. The final draft of the SSWMP will be emailed the CAB when it is available.
Mr. Noyes said that the commodity prices, which are volatile on both ends, compared to the
immense reality of not being able to build another landfill in New Castle County, at any
price, the economics drive us to the direction of zero waste. The DSWA has to adjust itself
to lower revenues because less material will be going in the landfills. Mr. D’Anna pointed
out that landfills aren’t the only place to get rid of waste. Mr. Parkowski said that the
SSWMP would address alternate technology. The annual landfill tonnage goal for 2020 is
520,000 tons from 850,000 for this year. The plan will outline how this diversion rate will be
met. In the SSWMP some of the action will be under DSWA'’s control but the vast majority
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will be through other avenues such as legislation. If all the components of this plan are
implemented by the target date of 2020, then the life of the state’s landfills would
approximately double. If all the changes that are in the plan are made, like implementing
the Universal Recycling Method, an estimated 1,000 jobs could be created. Mr. Noyes said
that he thought DSWA had come a long way in rethinking the big picture of how we handle
waste in the state for the long term. This new plan reflects that thinking. Mr. Parkowski
noted that the economic situation had a bearing on how DSWA does business and also
management is committed to the new plan.

Universal Recycling Method

Mr. Parkowski explained what a Universal Recycling Method entailed. If legislation is
drafted it would require all haulers in Delaware to provide their customers curbside
recycling service which gives the customer the option to participate. This will eliminate the
need for DSWA to provide curbside recycling. DSWA would still have Recycle Delaware
sites for people who want to drop-off their recyclables. DSWA would also provide recycling
at their facilities.

Yard Waste Collection Program

Mr. Mitten wanted to note that he had received his yard waste collection bin. He called
DSWA and spoke with Rachel Springer, who was very knowledgeable on the details of this
change to the program. Mr. Watson explained that this was a pilot program to see if it
would be beneficial for our customers and for DSWA's workforce. Mrs. Marker noted that
DNREC’s Brandywine Hundred site was mandated to be shut down by legislators during
the last session. DNREC is trying to transition the site to a private sector business in the
next month.

Wilmington Wastewater Sludge Disposal

Mrs. Roddy informed the CAB that DSWA with the City of Wilmington (COW) did a 370-ton
trial, after analytical testing, to see if digested sludge could be received as solid waste.
Approximately 2,764 tons of digested sludge as waste was brought to CIL in 2009. The
COW is taking the majority of the digested sludge to a landfill in Pennsylvania to be used
as cover. 2009 was the first year that DSWA had accepted the digested sludge as a waste
in over 15 years. Mr. Flynn asked how much material was still going to Pigeon Point. Mrs.
Roddy said that 150,000 tons of stabilized sludge could still go to the site. Historical
information shows that VFL could possibly take about two months to use that amount of
material. Mrs. Roddy said that the digested sludge is approved for six months, after that
time the COW would have to do analytical testing again to prove that it meets DSWA's
Special Waste Policy. Mr. D’Anna said that the COW should still be looking for a long-term
solution.

Other Business

Mr. Mitten asked for nominations for a co-chairman for the CAB. Mr. Flynn nominated Mr.
Noyes. Mr. Noyes said that he would let the board know by the next meeting.
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Mr. Mitten asked if DSWA was getting more television sets since the conversion from CRT
sets to flat screens. Mr. Watson said that there has been a slight increase. Mrs. Roddy
said that DSWA does have an Electronic Goods Recycling (EGR) program that is free to
the public. At DSWA's Household Hazardous Waste Collection events EGR material is
also collected.

The next meeting will be held on April 19, 2010 at the DRC.

DSWA Cherry Island Landfill Summary for the Citizens Advisory Board

During the fourth quarter of 2009, DNREC received no odor complaints concerning the
Cherry Island landfill. Additionally, during this quarter, no odor complaints were received
by the DSWA at the Cherry Island Landfill. During the period January 1 through December
31, 2009, DNREC received 2 odor complaints about the Landfill.

During the fourth quarter of 2009, the DNREC on-site inspector continued to inspect the
facility and 12th Street for litter and dust. During the fourth quarter, we found the DSWA to
be satisfactorily controlling litter and dust both on site and off.

DSWA reported no fires or spills during the fourth quarter of 2009,

DSWA continued to find excessive amounts of methane in some gas probes along the
perimeter of the landfill. According to DSWA, studies to-date indicate that the methane seen
in these probes originates in the dredge spoils.

DSWA reported the receipt of prohibited wastes on two occasions, both on November 19,
2009. In each case, DSWA found shingles suspected of being asbestos, mixed in with
demolition debris. DSWA operations staff discovered the materials and took appropriate
actions to report and to ensure its safe disposal.

DSWA remains in compliance with the conditions of the Yard Waste Ban. No citations for
yard waste were issued by the DSWA during the fourth quarter of 2009.  Additionally,
DNREC inspectors found no excessive amounts of yard waste at the CIL working face
during the fourth quarter.

On November 2", staff from the SHWMB inspected the landfill and found DSWA
operations staff to operating CIL in compliance with Permit SW-06/01.
